Young children experiencing homelessness are at risk of developmental delays and other social, emotional, educational, and health
problems that affect their ability to become successful learners in elementary school and beyond. Young homeless children need
quality interventions and supports if the negative impact of their circumstances are to be mitigated. Yet the early childhood land-
scape is fragmented and under-funded; it can be difficult to navigate for parents and providers alike. This session will provide an
overview of early childhood programming as it relates to homeless children, including the following: the application of the McKin-
ney-Vento Act to preschool programs; Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act; child care programs
and Child Care Resource and Referral Networks; maternal health initiatives; and home visiting programs such as the Parent-Child
Home Program. In addition, strategies for raising the visibility and access of homeless children to state and local preschool programs
through policy change also will be presented. Tips for putting policy into practice, using scenarios and program models, will be
shared.

Recognition of New Scholars

About the LeTendre Education Fund for Students Experiencing Homelessness

The LeTendre Education Fund for Homeless Children was established in 1998 in memory of André E. LeTendre, hus-
band of Mary Jean LeTendre, former Director of Compensatory Education for the U.S. Department of Education. Each
year, the Fund awards scholarships to students who have experienced homelessness and who have demonstrated aca-
demic achievement. A national advisory board including members of the LeTendre family and the NAEHCY board, along
with local, state, and national educators reviews the applications and selects the scholars. The Fund has awarded over 150
scholarships since 1999.

Thanks to the generous support of the Ceres Foundation, the LeTendre Fund has expanded considerably over the last
two years. The Ceres Foundation mission is “to provide the catalyst needed to mobilize human energies and talents that
lie dormant”and is achieved “by helping people in deprived conditions to develop the skills, motivation and teamwork
they need to become productive contributors to society.” Their support of the LeTendre Fund enables us to continue
helping youth who have experienced homelessness on the path to their dreams through a financial award. In addition,
youth can be connected to NAEHCY’s vast network of scholars and educators, creating mentoring opportunities for
them to grow and expand.

This year, through Ceres’commitment, we were able to award 17 “top scholar”awards of $2,000 plus travel to the
conference, and 18 additional $1,000 awards, for a total of 35 scholarships. Those 17 “top scholars”join us this evening.

The LeTendre Fund is administered jointly by the National Association for the Education of Homeless Children
and Youth and the LeTendre family. Applications are available at the web page listed below. Scholars apply by filling
out an application and writing an essay. They are chosen based on their academic strength and their ability to express
through the essay how their education provided an escape from homelessness.
